1. Name of The College: Ram Lal Anand College 

  

2. Major Activities and Achievements:  

      

The Academic session 2020-21 remained productive despite the lockdown due to ongoing 

pandemic. While uncertainties persist, we remained focused on our ambitions and dedicated 

towards creating a culture of academic excellence keeping a regular dialogue with different 

stakeholders.  The faculty smoothly made a transition to online mode of teaching. The College 

enhanced its IT support and infrastructure. The students and faculty were provided with G-Suite 

account facility with Institutional email IDs for online classes and to have Google classroom 

access. An FDP on ICT Tools and LMS was conducted for all faculty members before the start 

of academic session 2020-21 to facilitate online teaching covering all platforms including Google 

Meet, Google Classroom, Canvas, JioMeet, Zoom, Photo and Video Editing tools.  

The pass percentage of outgoing batch 2017-20 was 93.1%. In 2020-21, a total of 871 admissions 

were done against 886 sanctioned seats in various programmes. An online Orientation Program for 

new students enrolled in 2020-21 was held on 20
th

 November 2020 using the Zoom platform that 

was attended by more than 600 students and parents. For Open Book Examinations of final year 

students, all necessary information and advisories were regularly shared with students through a 

dedicated tab on the website, email and class Whatsapp groups. Students have been given remote 

access to Library Resources via NList membership so that they can have reading material access at 

home. For Visually Challenged students, the prescribed books were shared after being converted 

to VH readable E-Texts.  

For curriculum enrichment, the college offered 21 skill development certificate courses for 

students (without any additional fees) in online mode to utilize the lockdown Period 

constructively. Also, there were a total of 749 certificate course completions including 13 

specialised courses by students and faculty on Coursera platform.  

For physical and mental fitness of students and staff, a course on Yoga and meditation has been 

running since 1st June 2020 in online mode. The Human values, Ethics and Life Skills course 

was also offered in online mode to all semester I students. Three new short term courses for 

preparation of Entrance examinations (CAT, PO, SSC, Civil services etc) were conducted by 

CCPC. Among other new initiatives, a Book bank Facility with a provision of complete set of 
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course books for needy students of all programmes has been financially approved by Governing 

Body. A Gender Sensitization Committee has been constituted under the staff council. Two new 

journals “Asmi” and “Journal of Human Values, Ethics and Life Skills” (multi-disciplinary) have 

been approved.  

The college has also started an Endowment Fund under which donations of INR 8 lacs has been 

received from the college this year from stakeholders and public. The funds received will be 

utilized for the purpose of scholarships or awards for the meritorious students.  

Long pending process of Promotions of 36 faculty members from Stage 1 to Associate Professor 

levels have been completed. No backlogs of promotion cases are pending. 3 members of Non-

teaching staff were granted financial upgradation under MACP, 4 Non- teaching staff have been 

promoted. 

During this academic session, one International Conference, 3 National Conferences, 8 

International Seminars, 4 National Seminars, 7 Alumni lectures, 5 faculty/professional 

Development Programs and 11 workshops have been conducted.  

An amount of INR 24.54 lacs has been sanctioned to make the campus barrier-free for 

students with disability. Installation of a 100KW Solar Plant on college roof top has been 

approved. A grant of INR 50 lacs has been approved for development of Studio Theatre from 

Ministry of Culture, Government of India.

IQAC acts as a Nodal Agency for creating, ensuring, enhancing and sustaining quality in college. IQAC 

held a meeting on 1

 Dec 2020 to present the Action Taken Report on suggestions given in the previous 

meeting.

The IQAC continuously takes steps to improve the quality of the teaching-learning process. The 

Academic Calendar and timetable are prepared in advance, and displayed on the college website before 

the start of the session. IQAC collects feedback from all stakeholders and recommends quality 

initiatives based on that after analysing the Feedback. The teaching-learning processes are reviewed.

Some other important initiatives taken in 2020-21 are as follows: 
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The students and faculty were provided with a G-Suite facility with Institutional email IDs for online 

classes and to have Google classroom access; Students are given remote access to Library Resources so 

that they can have reading material access at home; The college subscribed to Zoom Pro package for 

one year along with subscription for a large meeting of 500-1000 participants for hosting seminars and 

conferences. Two ACT fibre net connections for Hi-speed internet and Wi-Fi were provided to the 

office to have uninterrupted connection. 

The college has started an Endowment Fund under which donations from the college stakeholders and 

the public will be accepted; 5 donations worth 925000 have been received by the college. 

23 certificate courses have been offered to students in 2020-21 

The gender sensitization committee started the e-magazine “Asmi” with articles on gender issues from 

students to be subsequently converted to an E-Journal. The College approved the launch of a 

Multidisciplinary, peer-reviewed, Trilingual (Hindi, Sanskrit and English) Journal addressing Values 

and Ethics in all spheres of society to be published bi-annually. 

 

Center for Human Values, Ethics and Life Skills

The “Center for Human Values, Ethics and Life Skills” offered a compulsory 40 hours non-credit 

course on human values, life skills and ethics for Ist year students (5th Dec 2020-3
rd

 July 2021). 

The classes were held for 2 hours per week for each batch. A total of 265 students completed the 

course. Dr. Rita Jain (Coordinator), Dr. Sanjay K Sharma (Co-Coordinator) & Dr. Pooja Bansal 

were members of the centre. External experts were invited for the remaining lectures. 

Workshops conducted 

1. Dr. Devendra Kumar, a well-known social worker, national youth award 

winner and founder of Laadli Foundation, conducted a workshop on 5
th

 Dec 2020. He 

shared 

his life experiences with students about how he was born with no means but a positive 

attitude and humanitarian values helped him to become a successful leader. His talk 

motivated students so much that more than 40 students joined his NGO and are now 
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working, under his guidance, for the underprivileged ones. Approximately 245 students 

with 183 female students attended his session. No. of students participated: 245 

2. Mr Govind Mishra, a senior trainer, who conducted a workshop on „Self-awareness and 

Self-Esteem‟. He took four sessions for all students of different streams on the 7th, 9th, 

10th and 11th of December, 2020. Students were very impressed by his vocal abilities and 

the manner he conducted the workshop. Through videos and activities, he made students 

conscious of their own character, nature, and feelings, as well as their strengths and 

weaknesses. He also talked about the constantly changing and updating environment, and 

shared how we can remain confident and keep faith and belief in our own abilities. 426 

students attended his sessions from different streams. 194 female students participated. No. 

of students participated: 426. 

3. Ms Mahak Vaish of TIE Learning conducted a session on mental „Health and Happitutde‟ 

on 9th December, 2020. Energetic Ms Vaish did many activities to make students aware 

that each individual thinks, behaves and acts in a different manner. She gave many mantras 

for being positive under stress and ways to handle various difficult or challenging 

situations. The session was attended by 427 students with 178 female students. 

4. Mr Rajiv Shaw took a session on „Substance Abuse Awareness and Prevention‟ on 2nd 

January, 2021. It was a very interactive session where students shared their personal 

experiences about their acquaintances who were addicted and talked about their behaviour 

with others. Through this discussion, the students got the opportunity to discuss a taboo 

topic. Mr Shaw talked about the repercussions of drug abuse and ways for rehabilitation. 

412 attended the session out of which 151 were female students. 

5. Dr. Rita Mishra, an educator and founder of NGO named Patang, talked at length about 

„Tolerance and Equality‟. She showed many short movies and conducted many activities 

with students to sensitize them toward gender inequality. 480 students attended her 

sessions of which 256 were female students. 

6. A „Storytelling‟ session was conducted for the pupils on January 23, 2021. The session 

was led by Ms Indu Punj. The goal of the workshop was how to inculcate habits of 

reading. She kept students engaged and provided them with useful knowledge in a fun 

way. The session was attended by 518 students including 187 female students. 
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7. A session on „Ethics and Morals‟ held on February 6, 2021 by the 

resource person Dr. Swagata Karmakar of Ram Lal Anand College and it was attended by 

391 

students in all of which 157 were female students. 

8. A session on „Creative and Critical Thinking‟ was held on four distinct days, on the 8th, 

10th, 11th, and 12th of February 2021 for GROUPS 1, 2, 3, and 4, respectively. Mrs. 

Meenu Bhargava, a senior trainer, talked about new ideas, and better ways of doing things 

under creative thinking. She showed the importance of this life skill and through activities 

she made students learn how to take decisions under stress. This skill helps with personal 

development, generates confidence and builds leadership traits. Her well-organized 

sessions were attended by 401 students of which 189 were female students. 

9. A session on „Relationship Towards Family & Society‟ was held on 20th February, 2021 

and the 6th of March 2021. Mr Suneel Keswani, an experienced and senior trainer, 

conducted the workshop. The Session was well-organized, with a focus on family ties and 

self-improvement. The lesson began with a series of questions that forced around 450 

students of which 302 were female students, to reflect on themselves and their 

surroundings. He motivated students to build strong relationships with family and society. 

10. A session on April 10th, 2021 led by Mr Ashok Arora, a motivational speaker, senior 

lawyer, and former Secretary of the Supreme Court Bar, on the theme "Failures- Pillars for 

Success". Over 461 students joined the session and proactively participated of which 257 

were female participants. The moral of the session was „Never be afraid of Failure‟. 

11. A session on “ Freedom and Responsibility” was conducted on the 14th, 15th and 16th of 

April 2021 and was led by the Guest speaker Dr. Ajay Kumar Sharma. Over 417 students 

attended the sessions of which 174 were females. 

12. Ms Anuja Roy, a speaker who has an experience of over 17 years as an accomplished 

professional with valuable expertise in delivering management education, training, 

communication and relationship management spanning across business development, 

operations and client interactions delivered a session on April 24, 2021, on the topic 

„Personal Grooming and Professional Etiquettes‟. The session was to help students learn 

the significance of personal grooming and how it plays an integral role to carry out smart 
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conversations and how through their confident attitude and professional dressing etiquette, 

individuals can work towards their success. 426 students of which 207 were female 

students participated in her session. 

13. On the 8th of May 2021, Mr Rahul Kapoor, a Senior Skill Trainer took a session on a very 

important and healthy topic „Emotional Intelligence‟. The session focused on how to 

control and 

manage one‟s emotions so that he or she could be very much expressible in appropriate 

conditions. He also mentioned STOPP as the lesson progressed, a term with a deep 

meaning “Stop-Take a 

breath-Observe-Pull Back-Practice”. 310 students attended the session of which 89 were 

female 

participants. 

14. A continuous session of three days was delivered by Mr Brajesh Sharma, a 

Naturopathy Proponent, Consultant of Aeran Labs and a Life Member of the Indian Red 

Cross, who took a session on the topic of „Healthy Lungs for Life‟ on the 12th, 13th, and 

14th of May, 2021. 321 students of which 192 were female students, had participated in 

these sessions. 

15. On 22
nd

May 2021, a session was delivered by Mrs Rita P. Taneja a 

CBSE Educator, Researcher, Content Developer, and QMS Lead Auditor for Quality 

Management on the topic „Choices and Decisions‟ which play a crucial role in one's life 

because they determine one's fate and future, and so these two aspects of one's personality 

must be strong enough. The session correctly delivered what was needed, that is how one 

should make his/her decisions wisely and how he/she should make choices. The session 

based on “Choose What is Right and Live in the Present” was very interactive and over 

281 students of which 121 were females attended it. 

16. A session, on the topic of „Women Issues and Legal Rights‟ was held on June 5, 2021 by 

Ms 

Anmol Kohli, a public speaker and educator. She gave her guidance with her wise remarks 

on this 

particular subject. Over 336 students of which 140 were females have participated. 
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17. A session on the topic of „Harmony in Society‟ dated 16th, 17th, and 18th June, 2021 was 

presented by Ms Praggatti Rao, a Principal consultant and Founder Director at 

EduConcepts India Initiatives. She is a psychologist, and personal growth and 

transformation Master Coach. She organized all sessions very well, communicating the 

concepts of peace and harmony with examples. An individual can be at peace  when 

his/her body and mind are in balance. The session was attended by 373 students of which 

135 were females. 

18. Ms Mahak Vaish from TIE learning did a workshop on „Stress and Anger Management‟ on 

26th June, 2021.

With the aim of encouraging students to reach their unique potential and empowering them to 

become eminent entrepreneurs, E-cell provides a platform for budding entrepreneurs to build a 

strong network with professional corporates and skills to take on the Business world. The Centre for 

Entrepreneurship and Technology Development ensures carving out the hidden entrepreneur in the 

students eyeing a lucrative and satisfying position in the corporate world. Its vision is to help 

students who have a novel idea, product and burning desire for entrepreneurship. The aim is to 

nurture management and convincing skills, and provide market exposure and investors for their 

start-up. This cell helps students to understand the business world by actually working in a start-up. 

The objective of the E-cell is to inculcate the passion and spirit among students to pursue 

entrepreneurship and to spread knowledge about entrepreneurship through Expert lectures and 
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workshops etc. It also motivates students to identify key problems and develop bright ideas to solve 

them and convert them into real businesses. 

 

On 2nd February 2020, the team selection process was started through advertising with a poster on 

all social media handles and interested students were given 4 days to fill out that registration form. 

Through this process, students were asked why they wanted to join the society and what will be 

their contribution to the society. On 6th February, 2021 a total of 105 entries were received. 72 

entries were shortlisted, a Group Discussion (GD) round was conducted on 8th Feb, 2021, in which 

9 teams of 8 students each were assessed and given various topics and case studies like "How Can 

India Achieve 5 trillion Economy by 2024?", "How can you solve the problem?" (Case Study) and 

students were asked to discuss about the given topic in 15 minutes. In this round, applicants 

performed beyond expectations. 44 students were finalised and then on 10th and 11th February, 

2021 interview rounds were conducted and 30 students were selected among them. 

 

The Entrepreneurship cell organised an Entrepreneurship Summit February on Zoom Platform on 

26th February and more than 300 participants attended this session. The theme of the event was 

"Meeting the opportunities". The E- SUMMIT had 5 speakers, all from different backgrounds and 

occupations, with their stories of struggle and their path towards success, ready to be shared.

The college has an excellent Media Production Centre which has its own studio with state-of-the-art 

equipment like Video Camera, DSLR, Mixers, Microphones etc. and a Media Lab with modern 

computers.

The third objective is to publish and broadcast major events of 

the college. 

The centre has its own regular publication 'Sambhav' a biannual magazine and 'RLA Samachar' a 

Newspaper. Centre has also made two important audio-visual contributions towards the college in the 

form of two Films - Gandhi: Youth's Perspective and RLA College: A Journey. 

RESEARCH AND IPR CELL

The members of the cell remained actively involved in the interactions with the faculty members of all 

the departments in order to motivate and guide them in project proposal writing to get extramural 

funding for research in the college. In its efforts to further augment the research activities at the 

undergraduate level and motivate fellow colleagues and generate some preliminary data to apply for 

extramural grants, the college introduced a new scheme called “College Research Grant”. Under the 

scheme, the college provided seed money of Rs. 30,000 to 50,000 to selected proposals. The cell 

successfully developed guidelines for research proposals, invited the proposals, screened and further 
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discussed them with the principal and co-investigators, and finally recommended for the final funding. 

These projects are running in the college since 1st January 2020. During the pandemic period due to 

the closure of university, the projects have been granted extensions and are continuing in the 

academic session 2020-21 as well. A total amount of Rs 2, 85,000/- has been disbursed for the 

following 7 In- house research projects sanctioned to students (30) and faculty (11) through Research 

and IPR cell after approval from the Governing Body.

The Alumni committee of Ram Lal Anand College found itself wanting in several ways in the 

year 2020-21, considering the pandemic raged and suffocated people all over the world.

The last session of the series was conducted on Sunday, 7th March, 2021 at 7:00 PM (1ST) by 

Dr. Robert B. Finkelman (Research Professor, Department of Geosciences, University of Texas, 

Dallas, USA) on the topic: Prospects of Medical Geology and Health Impacts of Uncontrolled

environmental science, and public health to a single discipline. Dr. Finkelman addressed that the 

health and well being of humankind are intimately tied to the quality of air, water, and soil, all 

of which are influenced by the regional and local geology where a population resides with the 

help of several case studies.

University secured 2nd position by sending the picture of superposed folding. Ms. Khushi 

Kamalakar Kadu from Shivaji Science College bagged 3rd position by sending the picture of 

marble cliffs. 
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Quizquake- As a part of its two-day fest Terre-X organized Quizquake, an online quiz 

competition. Both undergraduate and postgraduate students from various renowned institutions 

participated with zest. A total of 22 teams competed against each other in this ultimate test of 

wit. The Preliminary stage was conducted on 6th March (Saturday) from 12:00pm to 1:00 pm. 

Each team of two members attended several questions simultaneously on different Google Meet. 

More than five google meets were organized hand in hand, modulated by different quizmasters 

and timekeepers. The preliminary stage comprised of three rounds: Round 1- “Guess the 

Country”, Round 2- “Multiple Choice Questions” and Round 3- “Rapid Fire Round”.

The Closing Ceremony of VASHANKH'21 the annual fest of TERRE-X, The Geological 

society of Ram Lal Anand College, University of Delhi officially ended on 7th March 2021 at 

8:40 pm (1ST). The closing ceremony was held through the online video conferencing platform 

Zoom. The Vice President Aviral Srivastava of the society concluded the ceremony by 

extending his gratitude to the Principal Dr. Rakesh Gupta and the esteemed faculty of the 

department for their constant support and being the backbone of VASH ANKH'21. F inally, the 
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Vice President proposed the vote of thanks to the audience and VASHANKH'21 the online fest 

of Terre-X officially came to an end. 

 

Two B.Sc. (Hons) Geology Alumni Talks took place under the banner of Terre-X this year. 

Owing to the pandemic, these talks were held virtually via Google Meet. Shravya Srivastava 

(batch 2014-2017), who is currently pursuing PhD at the Hughes Lab, Earth and Planetary 

Sciences, University of California, Riverside, U.S.A.  interacted with current students, sharing 

her experience during college days and her journey from RLAC to University of California 

USA.  Ms. Shravya talked briefly about her current research concerning the Paleozoic marine 

life of trilobites under which she is attempting to put morphological variations of North 

American trilobites in the context of sequence stratigraphy to test different hypothesis on the 

effects of deposition history on morphological variability and phylogenetic ancestry of trilobites. 

The talk was followed by a small interactive session and many students put forth their questions 

regarding the subj ect matter to Shravya. The talk ended with a vote of thanks from Gargi 

Tripathi, Joint Secretary of Terre-X. Abhimanyu Chauhan from the batch of 2009-12, who is 

currently working as a project scientist in the Indian Meteorological Department talked about 

his time during his college years and how his decisions impacted his life in the long run. He 

talked about the reasons he chose Geology as his subject and how it influenced his life. He also 

shared his first internship experience and the amount of workload they had doing those things. 

He told the current students to not lose hope in these tough times and be focused on the future.

DEPARTMENT OF HISTORY

The academic year 2020-2021 will forever be remembered for the shift to remote learning in the 

month of March 2020 due to the outbreak of the Covid-19 pandemic. When the novel 

Coronavirus was declared a pandemic by the World Health Organization, the department in 

consultation with the guidelines issued by the University of Delhi switched to virtual teaching. 

The department follows a dedicated academic calendar which includes different activities like 

webinars/seminars, panel discussion, monthly lecture series, heritage walks, talk, tours, and trips 

to historical places. However, all departmental activities were mostly conducted online. 
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The online induction program was organised at the level of the department for all first-year 

students on 18th November 2020. The program was intended to familiarize students with the 

departmental calendar, rules of internal assessment, and other important facilities available in 

the department. Several new initiatives were taken up during this historic year with digital 

transformation in teaching and learning. The Department started a certificate course in 

Disability Studies wherein, more than a hundred students, research scholars, and faculties 

participated from different universities and colleges of India. 

 

One of the major achievements of the department in the year 2020-21 is the beginning of the

In the same series Prof. B.P. Sahu, Professor, Department of History, 

University of Delhi spoke on „ Texts, Archaeology and Shifting Frontiers of Early India‟ on 

June 21,2021. The lectures were very informative and provided the participants with enormous 

knowledge of European history and Early India. The department has used a digital platform to 

organise a national webinar in collaboration with „Sugam‟ (a college Society for differently-

abled students) on „Inclusion and Disability on 3rd April 2021. Shri. T.D. Dhariyal, Formerly, 

State Commissioner for Person with Disabilities, Government of NCT of Delhi, Delhi; Dr. Bipin 

Kumar Tiwary, OSD, Equal Opportunity Cell, University of Delhi and Faculty at Department of 

Political Science, University of Delhi and Dr. Chitra Kataria, Chief at Rehabilitation Services, 

Indian Spinal Injuries Center, Vasant Kunj, New Delhi had delivered lectures from their area of 

specialization. The department has also organized a virtual national webinar in collaboration 

with college Equal Opportunity Cell on „Disability in 21st Century: New Possibilities and 

Challenges‟ held on July 25,2021.

2020-21 academic session was certainly the most challenging one due to the global pandemic 

and the department tried to innovate accordingly. As across the world virtual space redefined 

scores of things similarly the academic pursuits also changed course. 

 

Political Science department in collaboration with Law Department, BPS Mahila 

Vishwavidyalaya began the session with a five day E-Workshop on the theme „Research 
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Methodology and Data Handling‟. Faculties and students from various institutions participated 

and contributed towards shared learning from 28th May to 1st June 2020. 

 

An e-symposium on the theme „Urban & Rural Governance: Issues and Challenges‟ was 

organized jointly by the Political Science Dept, RLAC and Adamas University, Kolkata on June 

13 th 2020. A wide ranging discussion followed the keynote address delivered by the eminent 

speaker. Students were aptly taken through the journey of the way the concept of governance 

evolved over the last few decades and especially what has come to shape our wider 

understandings of urban and rural governance specifically with regards to migrations, 

urbanization and sustainable development. 

 

Building on this strong foundation the department organized the next event with more 

collaboration. From 21st Sept to 27th Sept the department in collaboration with Teaching 

Learning Centre, Centre for Human Rights Studies & Dept of Political Science, Ramanujan 

College, DU organized a weeklong Faculty Development Programme under the flagship 

programme of Ministry of Education, Govt of India titled „Pandit Madan Mohan Malviya 

National Mission on Teachers and Teaching‟. The FDP was focused on the core theme of 

„Transforming Governance in India: Issues and Concerns‟. Eminent academicians, experts and 

specialists from various backgrounds addressed multiple sessions and a very large number of 

faculties and scholars participated in various discussions and academic activities for the whole 

week. A truly interdisciplinary event it turned out to be hugely successful with accolades 

flowing in from various quarters. 

To cater to the growing demands for learning soft skills by the students, the department 

organized a three months long Certificate Course titled „Training on Experiential Learning & 

Soft Skills Development in 

Policy Sciences‟ from 2nd Nov 2020 to 31st Jan 2021. Students enthusiastically participated in 

this co- curricular programme and gained immensely in terms of preparing for their future 

pursuits and endeavours. The course aimed to train students towards the growing professional 

requirements and also tried to focus on inculcating the much required soft skills like innovative 

thinking, problem management, stress and emotional management, leadership, teamwork, 

communication, etc. 
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A four-day undergraduate bilingual symposium titled „What is Politics: Theorizing the Political‟ 

(राजनीनत एवं राजनैनतक का सैद्ांनतकरण) was organized from 21st to 24th Dec 2020 specifically 

keeping in focus the requirements of the new students who joined department in the 2020-21 

session. As these students began their university life through online classes so this webinar tried 

to give them ample opportunity to learn about the foundations of the discipline through bilingual 

interactive sessions. 

 

The department has always been keen to make students participate in research activities. Due to 

the limit this year of activities confined to only the virtual space, the department innovated by 

engaging students to do web based research on the thematic of Environment, Development & 

Democracy(पयाभवरण नवकास एवं लोकतंत्र). A large number of students formed their own virtual 

research teams and deliberated on the choice of topics and issues. After days of focused research 

finally on 25th Feb 2021 the students presented their findings in the symposium organized on 

the same thematic. Case studies on Assam Floods, Aarey Forests (Mumbai), Uttarakhand 

ecological disasters, Bhopal Gas Tragedy, Yamuna pollution, Ghazipur landfill site, Mitti 

Bachao Aandolan, Water Crisis in Gurgaon, Agrarian crisis, Nuclear Plants were thoroughly 

debated, discussed and analyzed by students in the daylong symposium. Students also prepared 

short films, slogans, poems etc to generate awareness among the youth on the grave issues 

related to the themes. 

 

The department dutifully regularly designs events and programmes around gender based issues 

and concerns. This year on International Women‟s Day on 8th March 2021, the department 

organized a keynote lecture by Prof. Sheetal Sharma from the Centre for European Studies, 

Jawaharlal Nehru University. She spoke at length on the topic „Understanding Gender in 

International Relations‟. As needful the theme encouraged students and faculty members to 

interact on various sub-themes and many debatable queries were discussed threadbare. 

 

Department of Physical Education

The Department of Microbiology (henceforth, the department) walked into the 31st year of its 

establishment at Ram Lal Anand College. During the Academic year 2020-2021, the department 

continued its long legacy to innovatively enshrine knowledge and ignite critical scientific 

thinking among students. In its second year of recognition under the Star College Scheme of the 

Department of Biotechnology, Government of India, the department organised online summer 

internship programs which benefited many students who were actively involved in this 

internship. Department has running grants of about 80 lacs under the able leadership of Dr. 

Prema Diwan and Dr. Rakesh Kumar Gupta. Dr. Vandana Gupta was conferred with 

“International Distinguished Women Scientist award” for superior performance in Microbiology 

Conferred by Center for Professional Advancement, Vijayawada, Andhra Pradesh.Owing to the 

ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, many online events were organised by the department:  

 

1. An Alumni lecture (July 3rd 2020), where Dr. Prateek Arora (Batch 2011) Postdoctoral fellow 

at University of Bem delivered a talk on “Polarity establishment in the developing zebrafish 

epidermis” and also counsel the students on the different career options. 

2. An online departmental orientation (18th November 2020) to orient the new students about the 

program and various activities of the department. 

3. Two certificate courses under the co-ordinatorhip of Dr. Prema Diwan and Dr. Shalini Swami: 

A 30 hrs course on „Scientific Writing & Research Ethics‟ (13th July to 7th August 2020 ) to 

equip the students with the crucial aspect of communicating science and a 40 hour online course 

on „Python in Biological Sciences‟ (16th January to 11th April 2021) with participation of 

around 70 and 32 students across different universities respectively.

5. E-poster making competition on the topic „Recent Advances in SARS-CoV-2: Prophylaxis/ 
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Therapeutics/ Diagnosis‟ (28th January 2021). Saumya Samridhi (RLAC) won this competition. 

6. A two days National Workshop entitled “Molecular Docking in Drug Design” (31 st March and 

1 st April 2021) on using bioinformatics softwares: InstaDOCK and SeeSAR. The webinar was 

delivered by Eh. Imtiyaz Hassan, Assistant professor at Jamia Millia Islamia; and Dr. Girinath 

Pillai, Director and Chief Scientific Officer at Zastra Innovations.

Agenda Item 1: Minutes of 6th Meeting of IQAC held on 4th March 2020 were 

confirmed.  

Agenda Item 2: Action Taken Report for decisions taken in 6th IQAC meeting was 

presented (Annexure 2), and approved.  

Agenda Item 3: Quality Initiatives for Session 2020-21  
a. Certificate Courses: The college has so far offered and successfully completed 12 

certificate courses during the last academic session including the Lockdown Period. For those 

courses offered during the lockdown period in online mode, no course fee was charged from 

RLA students. However, the students of other institutions were charged Rs. 1000/-. Four 

certificate courses, Hindi Translation (Third Round), Software Editing for Media reporting, 

LATEX HTML for Mathematics students and Disability Studies will commence from 

January 2021. Another certificate course on Data Analytics has been proposed for the current 

session by Dr Seema Gupta. Dr Seema Gupta will also follow up the Course on SPSS with 

Dr Suneyana Sharma, Department of Economics who was previously assigned the 

responsibility to start this course. Department of Microbiology and IQAC will be offering a

“Python Programming for Biological Science” under DBT Star College Scheme in the Even 

semester of academic session 2020-21. Dr Prerna Diwan will also follow up on the 

Certificate course on Advanced techniques in biological Sciences assigned to Dept of 

Microbiology. The certificate courses in foreign languages Japanese and Chinese are 

continuing this session under Self-Finance Mode with sufficient enrolment of students.  

b. Value added courses: Yoga and meditation course has been running since the start of 

lockdown (Since 1st June 2020) and will continue in online mode till the college opens for 

physical mode of classes. Gender Sensitization Committee will plan a value added 

Course/Training/Workshop on Gender Equality and Empowerment with Dr Shruti Anand as 

Coordinator. The Schedule for value added course on Human values, Ethics and Life Skills 

has been prepared for session 2020-21. The classes for the same will start from 5th December 

2020 in online mode for all I semester students enrolled. Short term courses for preparation 

of Entrance examination (CAT , PO, SSC etc) has been proposed and recommended by 

IQAC. The CCPC along with BMS faculty will identify the resource persons for logical 

reasoning sessions, language, analytical ability, etc. will start these courses during the coming 

semester.  

c. Diploma Courses in Chinese and Japanese Languages: These could not be started in 

this session 2020-21 due to insufficient number of applicants. Department of South Asian 

Studies, University of Delhi has been requested to take necessary steps to restrict number of 

candidates enrolled in other colleges so that the interested candidates get distributed in all 

centres.  

d. Endowment Funds and New Prizes for students: The college has started an Endowment 

Fund under which donations from the college stakeholders and public will be accepted. The 

funds received will be used for the purpose of scholarships or awards as per the wishes of 

donor or the requirement of the students. Four retired faculty members have donated under 

Endowment Funds. Mr O P Sharma, Retired faculty of Department of Commerce has donated 

Rs 4 lacs, the annual interest generated from this, will be utilised for “Pandit Budh Ram 

Sharma Best Student Award in Commerce and Management Studies” (in memory of his 

father). The selected student will be awarded cash prize of Rs 20,000 along with trophy and 

certificate. Wife of late Shri M C Gupta, Retired Faculty, Department of Commerce has 

contributed 2 lacs to College Endowment Fund. Mr M S Verma, Retired faculty Department 

of Commerce and Dr R K Aggarwal, Retired faculty Department of Economics have each 

contributed 1 lac to Endowment Fund. The interest earned from the endowment funds will be 

utilised for student 3  
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scholarships. The college will try to register this fund with Dept of Income tax so that 

necessary provisions of tax exemption may be applied on these donations and donors can 

derive tax benefits. As per the suggestion of IQAC Expert Member, Mr Santosh, Appeal for 

Donations to the endowment fund will be put up on website for all stake holders to get wide 

publicity.  

e. Best Practices 2020-21: The departments will be requested by email to give their 

suggestions for the same.  

Agenda Item 4: Presentation of Annual Report 2019-20 and discussion on Proposed 

AQAR 2019-20: IQAC Chairperson presented key highlights of the Annual Report 2019-20 

appended as Annexure. Regarding the development of AQAR 2019-20, the Chairperson 

requested IQAC coordinator to seek information from all faculty members and to initiate the 

process. He also suggested to constitute IQAC subcommittees and to schedule meetings with 

departments to do physical verification of documents for 2017-18, 2018-19 and 2019-20.  

Agenda Item 5: Quality Initiatives during Lockdown: The IQAC Coordinator apprised the 

house of various quality Initiatives taken by college during Lockdown (Even semester 

Academic session 2019-20 and ongoing odd semester Academic session 2020-21) as given 

below:  

a. Teaching-Learning: During lockdown faculty switched to online mode of teaching using 

Zoom, Google Meet, Hangout in March 2020.The College also purchased Zoho subscription 

for a month for hosting webinars for enhanced learning. The students were sent e-

resources/e-books by the concerned teachers through a dedicated departmental email IDs. 

The students and faculty were further provided with G-Suite account facility with 

Institutional email IDs for attending online classes and to have Google classroom access. 

FDP on ICT Tools and LMS was conducted for all faculty members before the start of 

academic session 2020-21 to facilitate online teaching. Modules on online platforms 

including Google Meet, Google Classroom, Canvas, JioMeet, Zoom, Photo and Video 

Editing tools were covered in this FDP. The faculty have been given option to get laptops 

issued from college if required, for online teaching and meetings. All faculty Meetings 

including staff council, committees were conducted online. The remedial/doubt classes were 

also conducted by faculty in the best interest of students from 15th to 18th May 2020. 4  
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b. Internal Assessments: All assignments/quizzes/presentations were taken online on 

Google classroom. The Internal Assessments uploading and grievance resolution, were 

managed through online modes. The faculty members were sent excel sheets to fill IA marks, 

and after uploading pdfs were shared with faculty for verification and then shared on website 

for students. All queries of students received via dedicated mail account were addressed 

timely.  

c. Examination: The University conducted theory Open Book Examinations for final year 

students of 2019-20 batch. A dedicated tab of Examinations was created on college website. 

All necessary information and advisories were shared with students through this tab on 

website, and through email and class Whats app groups. Dr Devendra Kumar, Department of 

History was nominated as Nodal Officer for the Open Book Examinations. College made 

arrangements for students interested to use IT infrastructure of college during OBE. Faculty 

members counselled and guided the students before OBE to ensure students have stress free 

examinations. The college office shared all downloaded question papers with students 

through email and class Whats app groups. The discrepancies in OBE evaluation were also 

resolved by college by getting the pdfs of answer scripts of students evaluated and sent to 

university for updated result declaration in a timely manner. The Practical examinations were 

also conducted through online assessment and evaluation process.  

d. Curriculum Enrichment: A number of Webinars, e-workshops, online certificate courses 

are being conducted for students. For the certificate courses conducted, our college students 

were not charged any fees.  

e. Student Support: The students have been provided with facility to get Provisional, 

Bonafide student certificates and any other certificate through online mode. Students have 

been given remote access to Library Resources so that they can have reading material access 

at home. The books prescribed for B A (Hons) I year and B A programme III year were 

scanned by Kabo Scanner and converted to VH readable E-Texts and shared with Visually 

Challenged students. The concerns of students and parents were addressed through series of 

meetings held with Principal and departmental faculty online. Students were also given 

access to Counsellor/Psychologist for dealing with Psychological issues during lockdown and 

they have faculty mentors also to discuss their issues. Online Counselling was done for 

Admission Seekers. The contact numbers of Help desk and Grievance Committee members 

for admission 2020-21 related queries were displayed under dedicated tab on “Admissions 

2020” on homepage of college website as well as in the e-prospectus. The college made

payment of annual fees in 2/3 instalments in case of financial issues of any student due to 

ongoing pandemic situation. All fees including admission and examination fees are being 

collected through digital transactions.  

Online Orientation for new students enrolled in 2020-21 was done on 20th November 2020 

using Zoom platform that was attended by more than 600 students and parents. The time-

tables were displayed through website and the choices for 14 GE courses and AECC were 

also taken from students using google forms displayed on website.  

f. IT Infrastructure: The college has subscribed to Zoom Pro package for one year along 

with subscription for large meeting of 500-1000 participants for hosting seminars and 

conferences. Two ACT fibrenet connections for Hi-speed internet and wi-fi have been 

provided in the office to have un-interrupted connection.  

Agenda Item 6: Process of Faculty Promotions: Chairperson apprised the house that 

eligible faculty members have submitted their applications for promotions to college office. 

Promotion process from stage 2 to stage 3 have been completed in Department of Hindi and 

Computer Science. List of experts for Screening cum Evaluation Committee members for 

promotion are awaited from University for departments of Physical Education, Political 

Science, English and History. Dr Rakesh Kumar, Hindi requested the chairperson to send a 

formal mail to get UGC listed Journals from June 2018-June 2019 as it was not available on 

their website and is required for calculation of points for promotion criteria.  

Process of Promotions of Non-teaching Employees: Mr Ram Niwas, Mr Kamesh and Mr 

Azad were granted financial upgradation under MACP. Mr Kamesh and Mr Azad have been 

promoted to the post of Laboratory Assistant from Laboratory Attendant. Mr Sunil Dutt and 

Mr Skin Mohammad have been promoted to the post of Library Assistant from Library 

Attendant.
