The Right to Information Act was introduced by
the UPA government in 2005. The Right to Information
(RTI) Act replaces the previous Freedom Of
Information Act (2002). This law was passed by
Parliament on 15 June, 2005 and came fully into force
on 13 October, 2005. The basic logic behind the RTI
Act is the concept that the sovereignty of the citizens
should be preserved and the citizens should be the
owners of the government. As we all remember the
famous quote “Government of the people, by the
people, for the people” by Abraham Lincoln which
rightly tells us that the government should be
accountable toits citizens.

This act has given India second freedom where
the citizen is now much more empowered. It has helped
in implemen?ation of the resolution on wealth
declaration by President, Prime Minister, Cabinet
Ministers, civil servants etc. Documents relating to
Commonwealth Games (2010), 2G spectrum
allotment, displaying of various matter of interest to the
citizens like status of ration card application, details of
MLA and Corporator funds etc. were brought into the
public domain through RTI petitions.

T would also like to point out that now-a-days
the use of RTI has been confined to getting replies from
the government only. There are various other fields
where the Act can be used for example : fighting the
mafia, against the functioning of private organizations
etc. but it becomes impossible to do so because there is
athreattolife.

The Chief Information Commission’s (CIC)
decision to classify political parties as public
authorities and bring them under the RTT Acthas kicked
up a storm in our democratic polity. The reaction of the
parties to the CIC order has been poor in content and
bad in form. It has been told that the opportunity
provided to the politicians is lost in the muddle of self
interest. But on the other hand for a country that is
undivided in its opinion that electoral politics and
democratic governance are distorted by the undue
influence of money and vested interest both the
reactions are important.

Now let us understand the content first,

The true meaning of democracy evidently got reflected in the recently held assembly elections in 5 states
simultaneously: Chhattisgarh, NCT of Delhi, Madhya Pradesh, Mizoram and Rajasthan.

In Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh, the BJP was able to maintain its control because of its governments'
welfare policies which were able to bring improvements to the lives of the lower strata of the society. In
Rajasthan, there was a change of guard and saw a comeback of BIP as a major power in the state's politics.
Congress satisfied itself by retaining power in Mizoram.

The center of attraction among all these assembly elections was the electoral battle in Delhi. Considered
as the center point of politics in India, Delhi was most volatile in its elections. The 15 years old Congress
government was tossed aside by few months old fledgling Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) which was recently founded
by social activists led by Arvind Kejriwal and his associates.

This party originated from the famous 2011-12 Jan-Lokpal Andolan which was led by Anna Hazare.
Based on the principles and demands of this movement, AAP came into existence with a symbol of JHADU
(broom) which symbolized and signified the need fora clean and corruption free politics.

Though people had some doubts over their credibility and performance during and after elections,
marked with unique electoral campaign and advertisement AAP was able to secure 28 seats in the Delhi
assembly. Not only this, Arvind Kejriwal also defeated Sheila Dikshit, the incumbent CM of 15 years, from her
own constituency of New Delhi with a whooping margin of about 25000 votes. This defeat of Sheila Dikshit was
seen as a strong reaction on the face of Congress. Its governance was rejected by a loud uproar from the people
who were fed up with the problems of inflation, corruption, privatisation, bad public administration and
machinery. Owing to all these problems and with an urgent need for change in politics the citizens of Delhi gave
their strong support to a new party other than that of Congress and even a long established opponent BJP.

In the Delhi assembly BJP got 32 seats, AAP-28, Congress-8 and 2 seats went to others. Though no single
party got clear majority, Delhi was expected to move towards a re-election. BJP with highest number of MLAs
didn’t put forward the proposal to form a government. After BIP, AAP was unwillingly pulled into a scenario
where it had to form a government with the outside support of the Congress.

In the coming days ahead the onus to prove their ability to govern lies with AAP. It1l be worth watching
how AAP performs and fulfills its promises on clean governance and power tariffs.
