Is India truly a Democratic country? [ doubtit. The
recent issue about the agreement by Penguin Books,
India, to destroy all existing copies of Wendy Doniger's
The Hindus: An Alternative History have made me
rethink about the very concept of ‘democracry’ in India.
According to me, this ignominious act represents the
destruction of the very fabric of Indian culture.

Democracy, in general, means a form of
government in which supreme power is vested in the
people and exercised by them. But in reality this power
is in the hands of a particular group of people who work
for their own benefit without taking the interest of the
population into consideration.

The 2002 Gujrat riots can be visualized as the
epitome of hypocrisy of the democracy, where there
was a complete erasure of Muslim bodies, houses,
shrines and mosques overnight and their replacement
with roads and Hindu temples. The main purpose
behind this violence was an effort to obliterate the
Muslims from the very body politic and structure of
Indian society, so that the Hindu community can
maintain its dominance over the society.

The same purpose is conspicuous in the
banning of Wendy Doniger's The Hindus: An
Alternative History by Shiksha Bachao Andolan, a
fringe Hindu right-wing group. The very reason given
by them was that the book insulted millions of Indians,
in particular, Hindus. The group also argued that the
book was inaccurate, presenting a “shallow, distorted,
non-serious presentation of Hinduism filled with
heresies.” But the reality is that they don't want their
version of reality to be challenged by some dissenting
voices.

In a democractic country, everyone is given the
freedom of thought, expression and also freedom of
choice. But here this particular group (Shiksha Bachao

Andolan) has prevented the common masses from
reading a text ( “The Hindus”), written from a different
perspective and with different interpretation. They
have thrusted their opinions and beliefs on the masses
thereby completely ignoring the judgement, reactions
and responses of the masses, which has resulted in
turning a Book Fair in Delhi into a protest ground. As
George Bernard Shaw has rightly said- “Take care to
get what you like or you will be forced to like what you
get.”

The question which I have raised in the
beginning of my article- ‘Is India truly a democratic
country?’ has now been resolved as I have come to a
conclusion that ‘Democracy’ in India is nothing but a
mere pretence.
