Ram Lal Anand
College is administered by a statutory Governing Body as
per the University Ordinances and legislated by the
Executive Council of the University of Delhi.

Mr. El Yanger Aier is a ‘forester’ by profession. After a short stint of
working with the Govt. of Nagaland and Banking service (2 years in
SBI as PO), he joined the Indian Forest Service in 1988. Allotted to
Odisha cadre, he worked in Odisha for the past 33 years (covering all
the districts of Odisha), before his retirement on 31st December 2020.
His favourite area of work is community empowerment & community
participation in biodiversity conservation. 
When he was a DFO, he spearheaded a team of community in
successfully conserving and managing Blackbucks and peacocks in
Ganjam district of Odisha.
